Family History resources
While our library buildings are closed, our online library services are still open. We've been working to make more of these available for you to access at home.

Family history has always been popular in libraries and we know many of you may be missing our free resources. Or perhaps you now have some extra time on your hands to make a start!

So we’re delighted that Ancestry and Find My Past have both made access to their sites temporarily available to library members from home.

Both sites contain millions of records from the UK and around the world, including births, marriages, deaths, parish and military records.

Find My Past has exclusive access to the 1939 Register, which was taken at the outbreak of World War 2. It provides a snapshot of the civilian population of England and Wales, with personal details of 41 million people, including addresses and occupations.

One of our library members says:
The 1939 Register is a real bonus to my family history research – it bridges the gap between the 1911 census and what my relatives remember of their families. I’ve tracked down a lot more of my family thanks to the information on there.
